	Stone Age to Iron Age
How did Britain change?

Know that the Stone Age lasted 3.4 million years and ended around 2000 BC.
Knows that the prehistoric age spans from the last Ice Age in 800,000 BC to the Roman invasion in 43 AD and included the Stone Age, The Bronze Age and the Iron Age. 

Know that most of this prehistoric age was covered by the Stone Age (3.4 million years) and the name derives from the stone that was used to make tools and weapons. 

Know that the Stone Age is divided into 3 periods: Palaeolithic, Mesolithic and Neolithic. 

Know how the first people came to Britain and different species of early man (Neanderthals, Homosapiens)

Know that the homosapiens were the dominant form and know about their early achievements.
 
Know about people who lived in the Mesolithic period. 

Know about Star Carr to find out about the lives of people including food, houses, clothes, and tools. 

Know how people lived in the Neolithic period.
 
Know what Stone Henge is 

Know about early farmers and hunter gatherers in the late Neolithic period who started to make some settlements

	Anglo Saxons vs Vikings 

Who were the Vikings and how were they stopped?


Knows that Anglo Saxon England remained rich, followed Christianity and was attractive so people from different countries wanted to settle there. 

Knows that the Vikings, wanted to take over England and invaded in 793.

Knows where the Vikings originated from and can show this on a map. 

Knows that the Anglo Saxons and Vikings were regularly in conflict and there were lots of  bloody battles. 


Knows that by 871, the Vikings had conquered all of the Anglo-Saxon kingdoms except Alfred’s Wessex and battles continued. 

Knows the influence the Vikings had on our local area

Knows that a peace treaty was signed after Alfred defeated the Vikings in 878 at the Battle of Edington and it was agreed that the Vikings could rule the North and East of England (Danelaw) and Guthrum had to be baptised as a Christian. 

Knows that Alfred was known as Alfred the Great because he stopped Anglo Saxon England from being defeated, improved literacy, recorded history and turned the Vikings into Christians / created peace until the Normans invaded England in 1066.

Knows and can compare what life was like for the Vikings and the Anglo-Saxons during this time.

	Earliest Civilisations

What were the earliest civilisations and who were the Ancient Egyptians?


Know that running parallel to Ancient Britain (Pre-historic Era / Bronze Age / Iron Age) there were other civilisations around the world which are called the Earliest Civilisations. They existed pre the Roman Empire and went on to form later nations and empires.
Knows when the earliest civilisations existed (Ancient Sumer, The Indus Valley, Ancient Egypt, The Shang Dynasty, The Maya Civilisation, Ancient Rome, Ancient Greece, The Persian Empire)  using a timeline and knows roughly where they were in the world. 

Knows who the Ancient Egyptians were in greater detail

Know why the Nile was important to Ancient Egyptian settlements e.g. farming, fishing, trading, funerals etc 

Know the key features of the Ancient Egyptian’s society. Including: food, daily life, jobs, games, pharaohs and the pyramids, tombs, hieroglyphics, the Nile and the gods. 

Know who Howard Carter was, how he discovered the tomb of Tutankhamen in 1922 and why it was an important discovery. 

Know what artefacts were found in Tutankhamen’s tomb and what we can learn from them. 

Knows about the Lost Pleasure City of Luxor and can discuss what this tells us about Egyptian times following research.

	Ancient Islamic civilisation
What was the Early Islamic civilisation like and how was it different to Britain? 


Knows that the Islamic civilisation started in the 7th century when Prophet Muhammad began to spread the word of Allah. 

Knows that the Islamic civilisation started in Mecca

Knows that when Muhammad died there was a split in the civilisation: Sunni Muslims and Shia Muslims. The Islamic civilisation continued to spread under various leaders but there are tensions, including a Muslim Civil war but the introduction of the Umayyad dynasty creates peace.

Knows that Al Mansur creates a city of peace, Baghdad in AD 725 and this becomes the new capital of the Islamic Empire. 

Knows what everyday life was like in Baghdad and the exciting advancements in science, medicine, philosophy art and education in 9th century, including the creation of the House of Wisdom. 

Knows how we are able to find out about life in Baghdad despite the destruction of the House of Knowledge and can use and evaluate various sources. 

Knows that the Golden Age of Islamic civilisation was between the 8th and 14th century when the Islamic cultures and teachings spread the most and contrast this era with the Anglo Saxon era in England. (Golden age, vs Dark ages)


Knows about key individuals who made significant contributions to the Golden Age, following research. 

Knows why the early Islamic civilisation ended in Baghdad.

Who were the Anglo Saxons and the Scots?

Know that the last Roman soldiers left Britain in AD410 and people came in ships across the North Sea – the Anglo-Saxons to protect England from the Scots and Picts.  
 
Know the Anglo-Saxon age in Britain was from around AD410 to 1066. 

Knows that there was a struggle for control of Britain after the Romans left around 410AD.

Knows who the Picts (Scottish) and Scots (Irish) were, where they lived and why they wanted to invade England. 


Knows that Hengest and Horsa from Jutland helped the British King protect England by bringing over more men and then wanted to stay and take over Britain, because it was so rich after the Romans. They led the successful Anglo Saxon invasion. 

Knows that the Anglo Saxons were made up from people from all over Europe (Jutes, Danes, Friesians)

Know that during the Anglo-Saxon period Britain was divided into many kingdoms and the way the kingdoms were divided led to the creation of some of our county boundaries today and some place names today are derived from Anglo-Saxon times 

Know what daily village life was like for the Anglo Saxons– houses, jobs, children, family life, farming, arts and culture. 

Know about the discovery of the burial ship at Sutton Hoo and what it tells us about the Anglo-Saxons. 

Knows that the Anglo Saxons were invaded by Vikings which nearly defeated them and were defeated by the Normans in 1066.

Know that the first castle was built by Robert de Todeni in 1067 

Know that Robert de Todeni was William the Conqueror’s Standard Barer during the Battle of Hastings and that he gifted the land 

Know that the first castle was in a motte-and-bailey design 

Know that the current (and fourth) Belvoir castle was designed by James Wyatt and is built in a Gothic romantic style 

Know that Elizabeth Manners was the fourth Duchess of Rutland and why she was significant to the history of Belvoir Castle 

Know that Violet Manners was the 
eighth Duchess of Rutland and why she was significant to the history of Belvoir Castle 

Know that Emma Manners is the eighth Duchess of Rutland and why she is significant to the history of Belvoir Castle 
(Diversity: powerful females)

OR

How did local, significant individuals leave their mark in History?

Knows about achievements of local individuals; Matthew Flinders, Isaac Newton, Edith Smith and  Margaret Thatcher. 

Knows what time period they lived in and can place this on a timeline.
