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Here at Ropsley, our Maths curriculum aims to equip every child with a strong understanding of number with many opportunities to apply their understanding in increasingly complex problems. This deep, impactful learning begins in the EYFS where the children primarily focus on number and numerical patterns. Our aim is that every child will leave the EYFS with a deep understanding of numbers to 10 with an ability to verbally count beyond 20, recognising the pattern of the counting system. They will be able to subitise numbers to 5, recall number bonds to at least 5 and recall some doubles facts. 
In KS1, children will build on their understanding of number and develop their mental fluency with whole numbers, counting and place value. By the end of Year 2, children will know how to partition two-digit numbers in a number of ways and recall their number bonds to 20 fluently, applying these facts to solve problems to 100. They will develop their understanding of number through measures and recognise thirds and quarters of shapes and amounts. 
In lower KS2, children will become increasingly fluent with whole numbers and the four operations, knowing how to solve problems using efficient written methods. They will know how to utilise their understanding to confidently reason about number, shape, fractions and measures. By the end of Year 4 children will know their multiplication facts up to 12 x 12.
In upper KS2, the main focus is on children extending their knowledge of number and place value to include larger integers. They should be making the connection between their known multiplication facts and fractions, decimals, percentages and ratio. Complex problems now require children to use efficient written and mental methods of calculation. 
 All units build upon the children’s previous teaching. New learning is introduced alongside current learning to aid the children in making those fundamental links. The curriculum is focused and carefully mapped out across the school, allowing teachers to spend longer and delve deeper into learning, giving children the opportunity to really practise and embed their learning.
