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Charging Policy for Wrap Around Care 
Introduction 
1.1 At Ropsley CE Primary School we aim to provide a secure, welcoming, Breakfast and After-School clubs so that children: eat a healthy meal, improve their social skills and are physically active. 
1.2 The supervisors of the clubs aim to provide these facilities both to support parents’ needs and support pupils’ education.  
Charges 
2.1 In order to provide these clubs it is essential that we charge for attendance at each session. The amount charged will be set in conjunction with consultation from parents and will be of an agreed amount.

7:45 am until 8:45 =£4.00
8 am onwards =£2.50
Breakfast = 75p
Ropsley Rascals
3:15pm until 4:30pm = £5.00
4.30pm until 5.30pm =£4.00
Tea @ 4.45pm = £2.50
5.30pm -6.00pm = £2.00
If a parent chooses to send a child to Rascals for the whole evening and they have tea the cost will be each of the slots added together and tea – so £13:50
2.2 Charges for both clubs will be reviewed on an annual basis and changes to pricing will be communicated to parents at least one term before the change takes effect.  
Payments 
3.1 To facilitate any purchases the Breakfast and After-School clubs need to make (e.g. 
food) it has been stated that bookings and payments for sessions must be made 24hours in advance through ParentmailPMX to secure a place. 
3.2 All bookings and fees are to be paid 24 hours beforehand. 
3.3 If any payments are already made and a booking is secured, and the child is absent from school the payment will not be refunded due to the prior purchase of food and payment of staff. 
3.4 Late collection after the close of our After School Club is charged at £5.00 per fifteen minutes. This is to cover the cost of staffing and locking up the school.
3.5 	Last minute bookings will be at the discretion of the head teacher.   
 
3.6 Any children who have not been collected from school at 3.15 pm will be placed into the After-School Club and parents/carers will be charged the rate of £3.50 per hour or part thereof for childcare. 
3.7 Children attending the After-School Club can access the schools’ extra-curricular activities after school. Parents should book the After-School club as normal and the children will be accompanied to the provision after their extra-curricular activity has finished. 
3.8 The school allows parents to make use of Government Childcare Schemes and will add the money directly to their account once it has been received. We try to add the money to either Breakfast Club or Rascals based on your usage, however we can move between the two ‘pots’ if parents ask us to.
Refunds and Remissions 
4.1 Payments will only be refunded if a child leaves the school and there are already bookings made. 
4.2 The cost of the sessions for children of staff who are staffing the provision will be subsidised by the school. 
4.3 The cost of sessions for children in attending as a result of a Special Educational Need or a family’s needs may be subsidised at the discretion of the Headteacher.
4.4 Cancellations made 24 hours prior to the bookings they are cancelling will be refunded. 
4.5 	If the provision is closed then any bookings will be refunded in full. e.g. school closure.
