How we know SMSC is effective
At Ropsley Church of England Primary School, the impact of SMSC development is seen through pupils’ thinking, behaviour and engagement across the curriculum.
Pupil Voice
· Pupils are able to articulate their thoughts, beliefs and values clearly and respectfully. 
· They can discuss moral issues, consider different viewpoints and justify their opinions. 
· Pupils show curiosity about the world and ask thoughtful questions across subjects. 
Work in Books and Outcomes
· Evidence of reflection, evaluation and personal response is seen across subjects (e.g. evaluating designs in DT, responding to texts in English, interpreting data in Maths). 
· Pupils demonstrate increasingly sophisticated understanding of concepts such as fairness, responsibility and diversity as they move through the school. 
· Outcomes show pupils applying learning to real-life contexts and global issues.

· SMSC opportunities are explicitly planned and consistently delivered across the curriculum. 
· Pupils engage in high-quality discussion, debate and collaborative learning. 
· Classrooms promote respect, inclusion and curiosity, with pupils valuing each other’s contributions.

· They understand right and wrong and take responsibility for their actions.
